Henry Clay Middle School Uniform Policy

 “The Los Angeles Unified School District believes that appropriate student dress contributes to a productive learning environment.” – Bulletin 2549

Shirts/Blouses

· All shirts must be solid white or either Kelly or hunter green with a collar

· All shirts and blouses must fit properly and cover midriff, chest, and shoulders

Pants/Shorts

· All pants and shorts must be solid beige/khaki or black (no prints, designs, patterns, team names, etc)

· Pants/shorts must be hemmed and worn fitted at waist.  NO SAGGING!! 

· Shorts must end  within 3 inches above and 3 inches below the knees
Dresses/Skirts

· Dresses/skirts must be fitted at waist 

· Leggings must be a solid color (no prints, designs, patterns, team names, etc)

· Dresses/skirts must end within 3 inches above and 3 inches below the knees
Jackets/Outerwear

· Sweatshirts/hoodies/sweaters must be a solid color (no prints, designs, patterns, team names, etc)

· Jackets/outerwear must be worn as designed (cannot be worn to cover up unacceptable clothing)

Accessories

· Belts must be threaded through the garment loops and the buckle must be of acceptable size (no prints, designs, patterns, team names, etc)

· Cosmetic styling (hair, makeup, etc) must be suitable to the educational environment

Shoes

· Shoes with enclosed toe and heel, and properly laced or strapped shoes must be worn at all times

Note: Items not specifically discussed may be deemed inappropriate, disruptive, or a safety concern by the Henry Clay Middle School staff. In addition, all dress must be consistent with requirements of LAUSD Bulletin 2549
Enforcement

A student out of compliance with the uniform policy will be given an opportunity to change into the uniform.
