If we do not know our destination, 


how can we plan the journey?





Over the past five years, we have 


seen time and time again that a focus on 


specific results usually produces positive gains.  We have learned to use assessment data to identify academic strengths and weaknesses, to strategically modify our instruction and to plan collaboratively.  We have looked at IFL Core Issues of “What, Why and How” and through reflective questioning, we have determined how we teach most effectively.  We have provided demonstrations, conducted Lesson Studies, and shown videos of outstanding teaching practices. What more can we do?





The better questions is – Have we reached our goal? Are our students obtaining mastery of grade level standards through full, skillful implementation of a coordinated, coherent literacy program (OCR)?





Most of us would probably agree that while we have made remarkable gains in academic achievement, there are areas in which there is still some work to be done.  So what do effective leaders do?  According to Michael Fullan, they are “committed to stay the course” and they “mobilize more and more people to become willing to tackle tough problems.”  Your enthusiasm, self-confidence, optimism and clarity of vision can be the inspiration your staff needs to keep going and growing.  





It is probably time for some IWT with your own staff.  It is up to each of you individually, and with your Principal, to assess the level of implementation, prioritize your focus areas, set some specific incremental goals with a high likelihood of success, and provide each of your teachers with the individual support they need to reach each goal.





It is time to check the map, restock the necessities, get rid of the excess baggage and focus on one step at a time.
