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In order to continue deepening our content knowledge, it is expected that all coaches take a 5-day GRI either in a Mastery Level (I & II) or an Advanced Level of a grade in which you might be unfamiliar.  Coaches are not allowed to take Mastery 3 or 4.  It would be 
silly since it’s just 3 days of  coaching, something you are already doing.  So, on that note, are you wondering which GRI training you should take?  Well, here’s something that could help you make a decision.  If you’re still unsure, give one of us a call.

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What have we done to highlight vocabulary at Lemay ES?


     On Fridays we have "Word Wizard of the Week" where everyone in the entire school wears their favorite vocabulary word.  On weekends, students can choose to bring their word to life by doing "Words Alive".


     Every single classroom at Lemay uses some form of vocabulary graphic organizer (word concept map, 4-square map, etc.) to explicitly teach selected vocabulary words.  Such graphic organizers are also used during IWT.


     Fridays are also "Guess My Word" day, where a selected grade level each week tries to guess my vocabulary word (which is selected from their grade level vocabulary list) based on the clues I give them at the beginning of the week.  Some clues may be:  "It's a two syllable word, or it has a silent letter in it…”


     On May 27, we had our very first Vocabulary Bee Competition where students competed within cooperative groups to define words and use them in sentences.  There was a hip-hop dance performed by some 5th grade students as well as a vocabulary cheer.
