VOCABULARY TIPS

Use these tips to discover meanings of new words.
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CONTEXT CLUES – Reread, or read 
ahead to figure out the word’s meaning.

e.g.  My family and I planned a wild adventure.  We would go camping for three nights and eat only what we could catch.
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WORD STRUCTURE – Look for the 
root (base) word, or a part of the word you do 
know.  Does the prefix or suffix help?

e.g.  Olympic track stars run with extraordinary speed.
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APPOSITION – The meaning of the word follows the word and is set apart by a comma.

e.g.  The Big Dipper is a constellation, a group of fixed stars that has a name.
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COGNATE – Some words in both languages have the same or similar word structure and have the same meaning.
e.g.  The company hired an expert on nutrition to answer the concerns consumers had.
