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Principals’ Message 





Dear Parents,





The Los Angeles Unified School District has begun to push for the restructuring of all high schools by implementing a major reform effort which emphasizes converting large overpopulated high school into smaller high schools. The reform effort which entails physically dividing the campus and creating teams of teachers and students is called Small School Learning Communities. Students in a Small School Learning Community would belong to a family where teachers plan collaboratively and share their experiences regarding the students in their Small School Learning Community. Research has shown that when learning experiences are connected, a deeper understanding of concepts and a greater amount of learning takes place. Another major attribute of Small School Learning Communities is to personalize instruction. Teachers know their students well, i.e., they know their strengths and weakness especially after having them in their classes over an extended period of time. Imagine what can happen when lessons are developed around a student’s personal needs or learning style. Some Small School Learning Communities are thematic, i.e., they focus around specific themes such as business, engineering, fine arts, etc. What is important and crucial is that the teachers continue to teach the State Content Standards within their themes. Los Angeles H.S. plans to begin analyzing and developing  SSLC at a pace where teachers have developed their own families or teams and we ensure that there is equity and access for all students into the different SSLC. We will need teacher, student, parent and community input before we can fully convert our school into many SSLC. Our teachers need to know that they are extremely important in this entire process, and that is why many are beginning to dialog, discuss and find common themes of interest, thus, leading to the creation of their own SSLC. Please join us and begin asking the relevant question of “What about my child? What type of SSLC is best for him/her?” We believe that is just one way to begin to make LAHS the best high school in the city.





Lastly, we want to remind parents that the California Standards Test on which the state ranks schools on the Accountability Performance Index (API) will begin on March 22 and March 23 for Track C students. Track A and Track B students will test during the month of May. Please ensure that your son/daughter try their best, not only during the testing period, but always. By practicing good study habits now they are preparing themselves throughout their lives.

Operations and Safety-Student Store (Ext 245)

Testing Office (Ext. 211)


The CAHSEE test will be administered to Track B and Track C on February 8th and 9th, 2005. This will be an opportunity for the 11th grade track B students to be re-tested. Parents, ensure that your sons and/or daughters are prepared for the test if they are to take it at this time. The next CAHSEE testing will be Tuesday and Wednesday, March 15 and 16, 2005 for Track A tenth graders. Eleventh graders on track A and C can also re-test at this time. 





Magnet Office (Ext. 232)


There will be an Honor Roll Assembly for students with a GPA of 3.0 and above from the fall semester grades. Students with a GPA of 3.0 and above will receive an Honor Roll certificate and pen, a gift certificate to Shakey’s, and there will be entertainment and a reception following the assembly. The assembly will be held in the West Gym at 7:00 p.m.


Los Angeles High School Academic Decathlon Team has been a district finalist and state competition participant for the last several years. The team has won the district “Super Quiz” portion of the decathlon for the last eight years and consistently finishes in the top five, overall, in the competition. All students, regardless of track, must pay their AP fees at the student store by Monday, March 28th. This is the final deadline. Students are required to submit student eligibility forms and their parents’ federal 1040 tax form to Mr. Carey by Friday, April 15th.
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Intervention and Support Services (Ext. 206 or Ext. 214)


Beginning with the Class of 2006, students must accomplish two things to earn their high school diplomas. First, students must earn 230 credits through regular day school class participation. Additionally, students must also pass both the English/Language Arts and Math sections on the California High School Exit Exam (CAHSEE). A passing score in each section is 350 or higher. Students needing assistance with class credits or the CAHSEE can access additional academic support through the Extended Learning Academy’s Intersession and Saturday School programs. 


Track B Intersession begins March 9th. Classes are offered by both LA High School and LA Adult School. Classes are held for six weeks Monday thru Thursday from 3:15 PM to 5:45 PM. Applications are available in the Counseling Office and at the LA Adult School counter in the Main Office. Students receive 5 credits for the six-week course. Contact your student’s counselor, Mr. Flores (323-937-3210 x 206), or Ms. Valentine (323-931-1026 x 506) for more information. 


The Extended Learning Academy (ELA) Saturday School begins Session III March 5th. Classes improve students’ reading and math skills and prepare them for the California High School Exit Examination (CAHSEE). Classes run for 9 Saturdays from 8:00 AM to 11:40 AM. Students receive 2.5 elective credits for the 9 Saturdays. Contact Mr. Flores (x 206) or Ms. Johnson (x 214) for enrollment information.


The Los Angeles High School Teen Health Clinic provides free medical and counseling services to LA High students and their families. Services range from immunizations and school physicals to individual, group and family therapy. Health insurance enrollment assistance is also available. Due to recent changes in state law, all children under 18 are eligible for some kind of health insurance regardless of immigration status. For more information call 323-936-1046.


The after-school SEEK-LA Drop-In Center is located in Harrison Hall. It is open Monday thru Friday from 3:15 PM to 5:15 PM. The Drop-In Center provides tutoring and homework support by UCLA college students in all subject areas. It also provides college/career awareness, character development, and CAHSEE preparation. YES! (Youth Empowerment Seminar!) has arrived at LA High School! This program helps students reduce stress and anxiety as well as manage their emotions and thoughts through breath and basic yoga practices. After participation, students report improved sleep, increased focus and calmer feelings. Seminars run for 1 week after school with follow-up sessions occurring weekly.
