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WI LL IAM MUHLOLLAND MIDDLE SCHOOLÕS HISTORY 
Who was Will iam Mulhol land? 
Water is the lifeblood of every community. The man who did more than any other to furnish that vital element to Los 
Angeles is William Mulholland, who for many years was chief engineer and general manager of the city-owned Bureau 
of Water Works and Supply (now the Water System of the Los Angeles Department of Water and Power). He died in 
1935 but his work lives on. Every time a faucet is turned, the water it releases is a reminder of the man whose life was 
devoted to public service. 

William Mulholland is best known for building the Los Angeles Owens River Aqueduct, a man-made river flowing 
through steel pipes and concrete conduits that would far surpass the capacity of the local "river." Within the 20th 
century, Los Angeles has grown from a town of 100,000 population to a city of more than 3,000,000. In the same time, 
its water supply has progressed from a small system, which included open ditches to one of the largest city water supply 
systems in the nation. 

The courses of Los Angeles, the city, and William Mulholland, the man, were singularly parallel. Each had a modest 
beginning. From a small group of intrepid settlers, the pueblo passed through various stages of development, making its 
own way against almost every conceivable obstacle to become the international city of today. It was in those early 
pioneer days that William Mulholland, youthful, vibrant with life and eager for work, became a humble ditch tender. 
From books borrowed, or those purchased with part of his meager income, he garnered knowledge. His native 
intellectual ability, augmented by intensive study, began to be recognized. By his own efforts he passed from ditch 
tender to straw boss, to foreman, to superintendent. Eventually, he became a figure of international fame in the f ields of 
engineering and community building.

SCHOOLWI DE STANDARDS OF STUDENT BEHAVIOR 
William Mulholland Middle School has set the following standards as goals for student behavior. Each 
student is expected to be responsible for his/her own behavior while on campus and should recognize the 
relationship between achieving academic success and meeting these standards of behavior: 
!  Students will assist staff in the creation and maintenance of a SAFE environment of study and 

fellowship. 
!  Students will strive to maintain DAILY classroom attendance. 
!  Students will take responsibility for being prepared for class EVERY day. 
!  Students and staff will strive to maintain a clean, healthy, inviting campus, where EACH person will 

work to create and maintain a community that is CRIME-FREE. 
!  Students will NOT eat or drink in the school CLASSROOMS or in the PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

area. NO chewing gum is allowed on the school grounds. 
 

STUDENT BEHAVIOR CODE 
All students enrolling in Mulholland Middle School, as well as their parents, may rightfully expect the 
Administration and Faculty of Mulholland Middle School will maintain a positive school environment, 
where there is freedom to learn - free from disruption or distraction. 
 
Students are expected to behave in a responsible manner at school and during school activities.  Students 
need to behave in a responsible manner and to take personal responsibility for their own actions. 
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1. Students are expected to show proper attention to personal appearance, cleanliness, health, safety, 
neatness, and suitability of school dress code standards. 

2. Students are expected to attend all assigned classes daily, be on time and be prepared for classes. 
After an absence, students are expected to pick-up their Readmit slips before 7:45 a.m. 

3. Students are tardy if they are not seated in their proper class prior to the start by the ringing of the 
tardy bell. Students have six minutes between classes. This is sufficient time to get from one class to 
another on time. Budget your time wisely. 

4. Students are expected to follow the Mulholland Middle School standard of Classroom Behavior at 
all times. Students are expected to cooperate with their teachers and all other school staff members 
or administrators. 

5. All students must carry their I .D. card at all times on campus or at school activities and surrender 
them when asked by adult authority. 

6. Skateboards are not allowed on campus. Bicycles must be locked within the bicycle racks, not 
ridden on campus, in the halls, or surrounding sidewalks. Neither Mulholland Middle School nor the 
LAUSD assume any responsibility for damage or theft to skateboards or bicycles. 

7. Students are expected to be in assigned classes during the day. Parking lots, surrounding parks and 
streets, and local businesses are off-limits during the regular school day. Students found off campus, 
or in the parking lot, without permission will be considered truant from school. 

8. Students are to leave radios, video games, tape players, headphones, cameras or any other  
personal item of value at home. Students with these items at school will have them confiscated and 
returned to the parent at the desecration of the school administration. 

9. All students are expected to place trash in the proper classroom, hall or lunch containers. Students 
are expected to eat in the designated eating areas. Food in the classroom or in the buildings is not 
allowed. Students observed throwing food or other objects are subject to disciplinary procedures 
including suspension and if the case is serious, EXPULSION. 

10. Students may be suspended for any of the following reasons:  
a)  Threatening, attempting, or causing physical injury to another person. 
b)  Possessing, selling, or furnishing any firearm, knife, explosive, imitation firearm or other 

dangerous object. 
c)  Possessing, using, selling, or furnishing, or being under the influence of, any controlled 

substance, alcoholic beverages, or intoxicants of any kind. 
d)  Committing robbery or extortion. 
e)  Damaging, attempting to damage or STEAL school or private property. 
f)  Committing an obscene act or engaging in habitual profanity or vulgarity. 
g)  Disrupting school activities or willfully defying the authority of school personnel.

ATTENDANCE POLICY 
Students are expected to be present for all 
classes throughout the year.  In accordance 
with the state education codes, legal 
(excused) absences include illness, death in 
the immediate family, official quarantine, 
and professional services of doctor or 
dentist. 
Unexcused:  All other absences are 
considered either unexcused or truancies. 
 
Parents need to be aware that we will be 
verifying suspicious signatures by 
telephone and letters on a random basis.  
Parents are strongly requested to report 
student absences to the Attendance Office 
(818) 345-5446 the morning of the 
absence.  Upon return, the student must 
bring a note and take it directly to the 
Attendance Office before going to his/her 
first class.  Students who fail to have their 
absence verified within five days will be 
considered truant for the days absent and 
will be assigned Saturday School.  We will 
call whenever a student is absent. 

 
EXCESSIVE ABSENCES 
Students who are truant or are habitual 
non-attendees will be referred to the PSA 
Officer, SSO, and/or the State Attendance 
and Review Board (SARB). 
 
CLOSED CAMPUS 
We have a closed campus.  Students must 
stay on the school grounds from the time 
they arrive until dismissal. 
 
TRUANCY  
Any pupil who is absent from school 
without a valid excuse is truant and will be 
reported truant.  Consequences: 
1 or 2 period’s truancy:  2-hour Saturday 
School 
3 or more period’s truancy:  4 hours 
Saturday School. 
 
TARDY POLICY 
 To School: Excused tardies are granted 
for the following reasons:  illness, 
medical/dental appointment or funerals. 
 To Class: Students must be in the room in 
their assigned seats and ready to begin 
when the bell rings.  A student with an 
excused pass will not be considered tardy.

GENERAL RULES 

¥ Follow the directions of all school 
personnel.  Gum chewing is not 
permitted at any time on campus.   

¥ Food, including candy and drinks 
are only permitted in the lunch area. 

¥ Running, yelling or whistling in the 
halls is not permitted. 

¥ Swearing and/or rude gestures are 
not permitted. 

¥ Fighting, harassing, horseplay, 
teasing, hazing, threatening or 
intimidating others is not permitted. 

¥ Tobacco, alcohol, drugs and 
controlled substances are not 
permitted.  Knives and dangerous 
objects are not allowed on campus.  
Students must care for school 
property and respect the personal 
property of others.  Students may not 
bring lighters or matches to school. 

 
ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS 
 
TEXTBOOKS 
At the beginning of the year, all students 
are issued a California State approved 
textbook.  Students are responsible for the 
care of their textbooks and will be 
financially responsible if textbooks are 
damaged, lost, or stolen. 
 
SUPPLIES 
Students must bring the following items to 
their classes each day: 

- A 1” or 2” three ring binder 
- Student Agenda Book 
- A plastic pencil/pen pouch 
- Notebook dividers for each class 
- Three-holed notebook paper 
- #2 pencils, pens, colored pencils, 

eraser 
- Calculator 

 
AGENDA BOOK ORGANIZERS 
Students are required to carry and use a 
school issued homework/class work sheet. 
 
HOMEWORK POLICY 
Students can expect up to two hours of 
homework per night, Monday through 
Thursday, not counting reading and long-
term assignments.  Students in ALL classes 
may also be assigned additional work on 
the weekends and over holiday periods. 
 
ACHIEVEMENT 
Students receive certificates, pencils, and 
ice cream throughout the year for academic 
and citizenship achievement. The 
Principal’s Honor Roll is the highest 
academic achievement. (Principal’s Honor 
Roll, Straight A’s in academic classes and all 
E’s in Citizenship & Work Habits.)  Students 
are also recognized for participation in 
many school sponsored activities 
throughout the year.    
 
STUDENT PROGRESS REPORTS 
Students/parents will receive progress 
reports on the 5th and 15th week of each 
semester.  Report cards are mailed home at 
the end of each semester.  In addition to 
receiving letter grades in subject areas, 
students receive a citizenship grade and 
comments from teachers to further explain 
their grades.  Parents may also request 
weekly progress reports from the teachers. 
Many of our teachers use electronic roll 
books that allow parents 24 hour access via 
the internet to student grades and 
citizenship 
 
INDEPENDENT STUDY 
Students who will be on vacation for five or 
more days must request Independent Study 
for the time they are not in school. The 
office needs a two-week notice in order to 
comply with state attendance requirements. 
 
MAKE-UP WORK 
Students must make up assignments issued 
due to absence including suspension.  
Student assignments will be posted in each 
classroom.  A student, who has been absent, 
must get the missed assignment from the 
designated area and turn it in to the teacher 
within the allotted time.  In cases of 
extended illness of three days or more, 
please allow a full day for the materials to 
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be compiled. Several teachers post 
assignments on their classroom web page. 
 
CLASS INTERRUPTION POLICY 
It is the intent of the Mulholland 
administrative staff to keep classroom 
disruptions and interruptions to a 
minimum.  Below are general guidelines 
we have implemented to insure minimal 
interruptions of classroom learning and 
instruction: 
 

¥ Appointments:  Students leaving 
early will be released by pass only.  
Students will not be allowed to 
disrupt classes to pick up that day’s 
homework.  Homework must be 
requested before class, the preceding 
or following day. 

 
¥ Messages of an emergency nature 

will be given to students during 
class.  All messages to students will 
be delivered to the classroom 
through a message system developed 
by the office staff. 

 
¥ Deliveries.  Please keep deliveries of 

books, homework, P.E. clothes, 
lunches, etc. to a minimum.  
Remember, we need to teach 
students responsibility.  Every 
interruption is a disruption for the 
entire class.   

¥ Gifts flowers, balloons, etc., brought 
to school for the purpose of 
recognizing student birthdays and 
other special occasions may be 
brought to the office.  The student 
will be notified and may pick them 
up after school.  Such items are not 
permitted in the classrooms, halls or 
lunch areas. 

 
¥ Students are not permitted to have 

felt markers. 
 

¥ Graffiti or gang writing is not 
allowed anywhere including book 
covers and notebooks. 

 
¥ Forgery and plagiarizing are not 

permitted.  These activities may lead 
to disciplinary consequences. 

 

¥ Poppers, smoke bombs, stink bombs, 
aerosol cans, etc. are not permitted 
at school anytime. 

 
SEXUAL HARASSMENT/BATTERY 
Harassment, including sexual harassment, 
can be anything from teasing to racial slurs 
to physically pushing someone, bullying or 
intimidating him/her.  This also includes 
behaviors such as recognizing a student’s 
birthday by physically harming them or 
calling lower classmen derogatory names.  
We are dedicated to do all that we can to 
stop these behaviors.  Since this usually 
occurs when teachers or other adults are 
not present, it is important that students 
report these behaviors to school personnel.  
The administration will handle all 
harassment complaints sternly utilizing 
maximum consequences allowable by law.  
In all cases, the identity of the person 
registering the complaint is held in utmost 
confidence. 
 
SEXUAL HARRASSMENT 

¥ Verbal harassment:  Offensive 
comments, jokes or slurs, graphic or 
verbal comments of a sexual nature. 

¥ Visual harassment:  Offensive 
posters, cartoons, graffiti, drawings, 
photographs, objects or gestures. 

¥ Physical harassment/battery:  
Unwelcome or offensive touching, 
pulling down another student’s 
shorts or pants or impeding or 
blocking of movement. 

 
Sexual harassment will not be tolerated and 
may result in suspension and/or expulsion. 
 
PERSONAL PROPERTY 
The school district is not responsible for 
personal property lost or stolen at school.  
Please do not bring unnecessary items from 
home.  All P.E. clothing must have the 
student’s name clearly written on the shirt 
and pants. 
 
CELL PHONES 
Cell phones, pagers and other electronic 
devices MUST be put away when students 
enter the school.   They may not be used 
during class time.  At nutrition and lunch, 
students may use their cell phones on the 
PE field in the cell phone area. 
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PROGRESSIVE DISCIPLINE SYSTEM 
Mulholland follows a progressive system of 
discipline.  The consequences increase with 
the severity of the offense.  Consequences 
may include detentions, Saturday School, 
IHOP, suspension, opportunity placement, 
and expulsion.  Certain major infractions 
however, may result in immediate 
suspension, arrest, opportunity placement, 
or expulsion. 
 
DETENTION 
Teachers may assign before or after-school 
detention to students who violate classroom 
rules or who do not meet academic 
expectations such as failure to complete 
homework.  Students will be given a 24-
hour notice.  Failure to serve detentions will 
result in further disciplinary consequences.   
 
IHOP (IN-HOUSE SUSPENSION PROGRAM) 
This in-house program is designed for 
students to do their work in a controlled 
environment.  It allows those students who 
are having difficulty in their regular 
classroom to have a quiet opportunity to 
improve their behavior. 
 
SATURDAY MAKE-UP SCHOOL  
Students may be assigned Saturday School 
for truancies, disciplinary reasons, lack of 
homework, or poor academic performance.  
Saturday School is held from 8:00 a.m. to 
12:15 p.m. in Room 1. 
 
Use or possession of alcohol, drugs or other 
controlled substance as defined in the 
Health and Safety Code Sections 11032, 
11053.8, 11054 and 11382 shall on first 
offense, be suspended from one to five days 
and assigned to Counseling. Upon a second 
offense, the student shall be subject to 
expulsion from the school district.  All 
incidents of this nature are reported to the 
police.  Use or possession of knives, guns or 
other weapons or dangerous objects will 
result in suspension and recommendation 
for expulsion from the school district.  All 
incidents of this nature are reported to the 
police. 
 
CONFISCATED ITEMS 
Items confiscated such as hats, chains or 
toys will be held for the following period of 
time: 
First Offense:   One week 
Second Offense:   One month 

Third Offense:   Remainder of the year 
 
Parents may personally pick up items 
anytime during school hours. 
 
EXTRA CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES 
Mulholland offers many after school 
activities including Sports Days, Academic 
Tutoring, Computer Club, and more.  
Activities are announced in the daily 
bulletin. 
 
BICYCLE RULES 
Provisions are made to safeguard bikes in 
our bike rack; however, the school assumes 
no responsibility if your bike is damaged or 
stolen.  The privilege of bike riding is 
permitted as long as the rider exercises 
reasonable safety.  The following rules are 
designed for student safety. 

¥ Bikes are not to be ridden on campus 
at any time.  This includes sidewalks 
adjacent to the school. 

¥ Students shall obey all traffic laws:  
Stop at all stop signs, only one rider 
per bike, and ride on the right side of 
the road. 

¥ Upon arrival at school, dismount 
and walk your bike directly to the 
bike area on the east side of the 
cafeteria building.  Each bike must 
have its own lock and chain. 

¥ All bikes must be locked to the bike 
rack.   

¥ Loitering in the bike area is not 
permitted.  The only bike you are to 
touch is your own.   

¥ California law requires students to 
wear a helmet whenever riding a 
bike.  Mulholland Middle School 
supports this law. 

 
SKATEBOARDS, SCOOTERS AND ROLLER 
BLADES 
Students and non-students are not 
permitted to bring/ride skateboards, 
scooters or roller blades on campus.  Riding 
these objects on campus is in violation of 
the California Vehicle Code #2113 and is 
subject to enforcement by the LAUSD and 
LAPD Police Departments as well as the 
school administrators. 
 
SUPERVISION 
The school provides supervision of students 
beginning at 7:15 a.m. (in the covered 
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cafeteria area) and ending at 3:30 p.m.   
Students should not be on campus before 
7:00 a.m. or after 3:30 p.m. unless they are 
under the direct supervision of a 
Mulholland staff member and have prior 
written approval of an administrator. 
 
TELEPHONE 
Office telephones are available for student 
use in an emergency.  A pay phone is 
available before and after school.  Students 
need to have the correct change. 
 
MONEY 
The office staff does not loan lunch money, 
picture money, yearbook money, etc.  
Please be sure your student(s) have the 
necessary funds before going to school in 
the morning.  Students should not carry 
more money than is absolutely necessary 
for the day. 
 
COUNSELING AND GUIDANCE 
Counseling services are available to 
students.  Many problems which could 
prevent a student from focusing on 
learning from both, school and one’s 
personal life can be helped through 
counseling.  Our school counselors will be 
happy to help you with these problems.  
Appointments to see the school counselor 
can be made by requesting a pass from the 
teacher or by placing a request in the 
counselor’s box in the Counseling Office 
before school, during lunch or after school.  
Students may sign up to see the counselor 
regarding such issues as poor grades, and 
problems with other students.  Counseling 
assistance is also available on topics such as 
drugs and alcohol, attendance, grief/loss, 
and teenage relationships. 
 
SCHOOL SAFETY OFFICER 
In conjunction with the LAUSD Police 
Department, a fulltime School Safety Officer 
(SSO) is assigned to Mulholland Middle School.  
In addition to assisting with supervision, 

discipline and attendance, the SSO helps 
monitor automobile traffic around our school.  
This officer has the authority to write traffic 
tickets. 
DANCE RULES 
School dances are opportunities for middle 
school students to develop social skills, NOT 
emulate ROCK and DANCE CONCERTS. 
STUDENTS WHO MISBEHAVE WILL BE 
SENT HOME. 
This year, Mulholland will implement 
social and ballroom dancing for students. It 
is our goal to teach and demonstrate to 
students that dancing is more than present 
contemporary dancing.  Dances run from 
3:20 to 4:20 p.m.  All dances are 
supervised.  Students must remain at the 
dance the entire time, unless released to 
parent or guardian.  Parents are cordially 
invited to attend. 

¥ Courtesy must be extended at all 
times to chaperones and faculty. 

¥ Dances are for Mulholland Middle 
School students only.    

¥ Follow the regular dress code 
standard. 

¥ Any student who is absent or 
suspended may not attend on the day 
of the dance. 

¥ Students on the Academic Restriction 
List may not attend dances 

¥ All obligations must be cleared to be 
eligible to attend dances. 

¥ There is limited space in the Multi-
Purpose Room.  Restricted numbers 
of dance tickets will be sold on a first 
come, first serve basis. 

¥ Dance tickets will not be sold on the 
day of the dance. 

¥ Students not picked up within 15 
minutes of the end of the activity 
will not be allowed to participate in 
the next dance.

MULHOLLAND MIDDLE SCHOOL 

SCHOOL DRESS CODE 
(AS APPROVED BY THE SCHOOL SITE COUNCIL JUNE 1, 2004) 

 
This Dress Code is designed to promote safety for the students at Mulholland Middle 
School, and to provide an environment that is conducive to learning.  It allows students 
to express their individuality, but requires them to exercise good taste and common 
sense in choosing their attire.  This Dress Code was established by a committee made 
up of students, parents, and faculty members.    
 
All students are expected to follow the rules of the Dress Code unless other 
arrangements have been made with the school administration. 
 

GENERAL RULES 
  1. All students are expected to dress appropriately for a safe learning environment, 

and shall not wear any garments that are considered to be in bad taste, or are 
unsanitary. 
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  2. Any clothing that is closely associated with known gangs, depicts gang logos, 
colors, or slogans is prohibited.   

  3. Any clothing that depicts profanity, sexual content or logos, or promotes the use or 
drugs, tobacco products, or alcohol is prohibited.  

  4. Any see-thru or transparent garment is prohibited. 
  5. Any garment worn as outerwear that is designed to be worn as (or look like) 

underwear, sleepwear, or pajamas is prohibited. 
  6. Any outer garment that exposes underwear is prohibited. 
  7. Any garment that is worn excessively tight or baggy is prohibited. 
 

WHAT STUDENTS MAY NOT WEAR TO SCHOOL 
 
SHIRTS, BLOUSES AND TOPS 
  1. Blouses or shirts that are sleeveless.  Tops of any type must have sleeves. 
  2. Blouses or shirts that expose the midriff.  This shall be defined as any top that does 

not overlap the waistband when the student's arms are down with hands at side.   
  3. T-shirts that are meant to be worn as underwear.  Plain white T-shirts without 

designs or logos are prohibited. 
  4. Tank tops, crop tops, and tube tops. 
5. Any low-cut top. 

PANTS, SKIRTS, SHORTS AND DRESSES* 
  1. Pants which are excessively baggy.  "Baggy pants" shall be defined as pants that have 

more than 2 inches of loose fabric when pulled from the waist, or 5 inches of loose fabric 
when pulled from the knee or that have a sagging crotch. 

  2. Pants that do not fit without a belt. 
  3. Pants that are excessively long.  This shall be defined as pants having more than 5 

inches of cuff below the ankle. 
  4. Pants, skirts, or shorts worn below the waist.  No sagging look or hip huggers. 
5. Pants or shorts that are not hemmed at the leg or bottom.  No cut offs or Òcut offs-

look.Ó 
6. Shorts, dresses, or skirts that are more than 4 inches above the knee when worn at 

the waist.  (Hot pants and short shorts are prohibited.) 
7. Dresses with slits on the side, front, or back where the slit rises more than 4 inches 

above the knee. 
8. Shorts that are excessively baggy or long.  The ÒBaggy PantsÓ rule applies. 

(*Includes skorts, culottes, and jumpers.) 
 
SHOES, FOOTWEAR AND SOCKS (for safety concerns) 
  1. Inappropriate or dangerous footwear (including, but not limited to, backless shoes, 

sandals, or bedroom slippers). 
  2. Knee socks worn with below-the-knee shorts. 
3. Excessively long, wide, or oversized shoelaces. 
4. Shoes requiring laces must be worn appropriately. 

  
MISCELLANEOUS  
  1.  Cloth belts with metal buckles that have designs or initials that are identifiable with 

gang attire and/or affiliations. 
  2.  Long belts with the end hanging down. 
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  3. Hats (except hats with the Mulholland school logo), bandannas, hairnets, or 
scarves of any type (except for bona fide religious reasons). 

  4. Sunglasses (unless prescribed by a doctor). 
  5. Chains or any "heavy metal"  styles or paraphernalia. 
  6. Excessively dark lipstick or lip liner. 
  7. Excessive jewelry (including rings or studs worn in the eyebrows, tongue or nose), 

or hoop earrings exceeding 1-inch in diameter. 
 
The administration reserves the right, at any time, without prior notice, to temporarily modify the above-
stated Dress Code for the purpose of increasing safety and/or security at the school, or to prevent 
disruptions to the learning environment.  Permanent modifications of this dress code can only be made 
by approval of the Mulholland Middle School Site Council. 
 
It is expected that all students at 
Mulholland will maintain their person and 
clothing in a clean and neat manner, 
consistent with the student dress code.  A 
student’s dress and general appearance 
should not interfere with teaching nor 
learning.  Dress or grooming which is 
obscene, defamatory, unsafe, or which 
incites students and creates a disruption of 
the orderly operation of the school is 
prohibited.  The following items of clothing 
are considered inappropriate for school 
attire: 

¥ Clothing and other personal 
possessions containing emblems, 
lettering or pictures pertaining to 
gangs, drugs, tobacco, alcohol, sex, 
death, mutilation or violence shall 
not be worn.  Apparel with emblems, 
printing etc., that are obscene, 
libelous, slanderous, or that incite 
students, degrading or offensive 
words or pictures to any gender, 
cultures, religions, or ethnic values 
is prohibited. 

¥ Studded jewelry of any kind 
including studded wrist or ankle 
bands, rings, gloves and belts.  
Students shall not wear chains on 
their person or have them in their 
possession.  This includes chains for 
wallets, sleeveless shirts, tank tops, 
halter-tops, tube tops, strapless, off 
the shoulder, midriffs, or fishnet 
shirts (mesh) are not to be worn.  See 
through or tight fitting garments or 
those that reveal undergarments 
shall not be worn on campus, 
including clothing that has been 
altered in an inappropriate manner, 
i.e. torn or slits.  Bathing suits, tops 
or sweaters unbuttoned below the 

sternum.  Cut off shorts or pants 
without hems are unacceptable.  
Pants/shorts are to be sized 
appropriately.  Pants must fit at the 
waist.   Shorts are to be at an 
acceptable length for sitting as well 
as standing.  Undergarments must 
not show.  Sweats and/or jogging 
pants are not acceptable.  Lycra or 
spandex shorts are not acceptable.  
Appropriate shoes shall be worn by 
students at all times on campus and 
must have hard soles.  Sandals must 
have straps over the instep, toes, and 
ankles.  Thongs, clogs or flip-flops, 
or opened toed footwear are not 
acceptable. 

 
¥ Any make-up, aerosol hairspray, 

hair color, hairstyle or wig that 
creates a disturbance in the 
classroom or on campus is 
inappropriate.  Subtle highlights are 
acceptable.  Hair color, which is 
orange, green, purple, etc. is not 
appropriate.  Hair will be neatly 
groomed and styled.  It must not 
interfere with vision.  Hair cuts as 
Mohawk, spikes, (longer than 1 ½”), 
horns, etc. are not acceptable. 

 
¥ Sunglasses shall not be worn on 

campus unless prescription. 
 

¥ Any other clothing or grooming that 
incites students to create a 
disturbance or presents a clear and 
present danger of the commission of 
unlawful acts at school or is in 
violation of school regulations is 
prohibited. 
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Our Dress Code is open to revision as fads 
and fashions change.  Students should 
continue to show good judgment when 
choosing their school attire and hairstyles.  
The Mulholland Middle School 
administrative staff reserves the right to 
determine acceptable or unacceptable 
attire. 
 

¥ P.E. & HALL LOCKERS 
¥ Lockers are a privilege, and this 

privilege may be taken away in the 
event of misuse. 

¥ Your locker combination must not 
be shared.  If you are sharing a 
locker, you will have your locker 
privilege suspended. 

¥ The school district and school are 
not responsible for items damaged, 
lost or stolen from lockers. 

¥ Before leaving your locker, check to 
see that it is tightly closed and 
locked.  Turn the dial and lift up on 
the lever to make sure it will not 
open. 

¥ Opening another student’s locker 
may result in suspension from school 
and/or the loss of your locker 
privilege. 

¥ Food and valuables should not be 
stored in lockers. 

¥ Valuable items such as radios, 
skateboards, scooters, cameras, 
electronic games, or excessive 
money may not be brought to school.  
Should you violate this rule and have 
your property disappear, it will be 
your responsibility. 

 
¥ TOBACCO, ALCOHOL, DRUGS, 

WEAPONS 
¥ Use or possession of tobacco will 

result in up to 4 hours of Saturday 
School for the first offense and 

greater consequences for further 
violations. 

¥ Use or possession of alcohol, drugs 
or other controlled substances as 
defined in the Health and Safety code 
sections 11032, 11053.8, 11054 
and 11382 shall on the first offense 
be suspension for 5 days and subject 
to expulsion. If student is not 
expelled, he/she will be put on 
probation and a behavior contract. 
All incidents of this nature are 
reported to the LAUSD Police 
Department

STRATEGIES FOR SCHOOL SUCCESS 
 
Dear Student: 

This Agenda Book provides an easy way to record daily assignments, scheduled exams and quizzes, and 
long-term projects. Regular use of this booklet will help you become well organized. 

 
1. Record your homework assignments each day for each class. Be sure to fill in each space. If there is no 

homework in a particular class, write "none" so a blank space won't make you wonder, if you forgot to 
write the homework in the space. Your classroom teacher may also stamp his/her name in this area to 
confirm that no homework was assigned. If you've been absent, write "absent" in the appropriate spaces 
along with the homework. 

 
2. When you have completed the assignments, place a (! )in the "completed" column. 
 
3. Be sure to get your parents to sign at the end of the week to show they've seen your Homework Agenda 

Book. Have your parents sign DAILY to show completion of daily assignments. 
 
4. Plan ahead for long-term assignments (major tests, book reports, projects, papers, etc.) 
 

a. Write in dates on future pages as needed. 
b. Write in the due date of long-term assignments as soon as they're assigned by your teacher. 
c.  Place a reminder in the Agenda Book at least 3 days before a long-term assignment is due. 
d.  You might try using a highlighter or different color pen to call attention to these long-term 

assignments. 
 

If you follow these directions for using your Agenda Book daily, you'll be better equipped to be  
academically successful at Will iam Mulholland Middle School!

1. ORGANIZING YOUR BINDER AND MATERIALS  
 

The purpose of the binder is to keep YOU, the student, organized and prepared for each school day. 
Take it with you to each class and home at night. 
 

A. Use a three-ring binder; avoid use of any spiral or tear-out notebooks. Open the rings of the binder 
to get papers so holes aren't broken. 
 

B. Label your binder with your name. 
 

C. Use Dividers for each subject; you may need more than one divider for some subjects. 
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D. Bring all required materials (pens, pencils, three-ring binder, paper, etc.) to class. Refill supplies as 

needed so you are prepared daily. 
 

E. Use a plastic pocket or a container to hold your pens, pencils, and other supplies. 
 

E After you complete each assignment and when papers are returned in class, take the time to put your 
papers back in the proper section so you can STAY ORGANIZED!! 
 

G. Individual teachers may request additional materials such as spiral notebooks, red pens, etc. 
 

H. Any student who is unable to purchase these materials due to financial constraints is requested to 
have a parent/guardian call the school office. 

 
II. HOMEWORK: 
 
   Here are a few hints to help you do better on homework assignments. 

 
A. Homework and/or assignments help you practice what you have learned, help the teacher find out 

what needs to be explained again, help you remember information, and are part of your grade. For 
these reasons, it is very important for you to do your homework/ assignments. 

 
B. In class, be sure to L ISTEN for assignments and/or homework given by your teachers 

and RECORD the information in the correct space in your Agenda Book. Sometimes, students have 
a tough time determining when homework and/or assignments are given. For example, some 
students think there is no homework or assignment unless the teacher actually says the words 
"homework" or "assignment". This is not true. The teacher may give homework or an assignment 
with such words as BRING (your book), REVIEW (study for a test), FINISH (get it done and turn it 
in tomorrow), DUE (it must be done by a specific date). 

 
C. Be sure to complete and turn in ALL assignments on time. Don't put things off until the last minute. 

If you don't understand, or have a problem with an assignment, DO THE FOLLOWING, 
 
¥ 1. Re-read directions  
¥  2. Call a friend or your study-buddy  
¥ 3. Be creative and study hard 

 
... but in the end, DO THE ASSIGNMENT anyway, because many assignments are graded for 
    completion. 
 
D. Organize your study time at home. 

 
1. Schedule in a daily time for homework. Be consistent; use the same time each day so you develop 

the homework habit, The best time to do homework is after a "break" at the end of the school day 
and before TV or before dinner. If possible, finish your homework before 8:30 p.m. 

 
2.  Find a well-lighted, reasonably quiet area at home in which to do your work. 
 
3. Expect to spend from 1and one half to two hours each night, Monday through Thursday,   on 

homework, review, study, or reading assignments. 
 
4.  Do your work neatly and head your papers properly.

5. You are to do your own assignments, but you may have a study-buddy or someone at home 
review your homework with you. 

 
When you have homework in more than one subject, you may want to tackle the toughest assignment 

first. 
 
7.  Complete one assignment before going on to the next. 
 

   8.  When an assignment is completed, check it off in the "completed" column in this book. 
 
9.  Always place school materials (homework, books, backpacks, etc.) in the same spot at night.  
     Fewer items will be forgotten in the morning when you leave for school. 
 

I I I . IN CLASS: 
 
Here are some ideas used by successful students when they go to class. 
 

A. Enter class and take your seat promptly. Get out class materials and fi ll in your Agenda Book right 
away. 

 

   B. Pay attention and take notes in class. 
 

C.   Use extra class time to stay organized: begin homework, review notes, put away papers, etc. 
 

D.  Ask questions; ask for help when needed (see Section V. "Teachers Want to Help"). 
 
IV. ABOUT ABSENCES: 
 
When you are absent, it is your responsibility to get your assignments from the teacher. Here are a few 
suggestions to help you. 
 

A. On your first day back to school, go to class early and ask the teacher for the assignment or ask the 
teacher to set an appointment when he/she can meet with you. 
 

B. If you cannot make it to class early, check with the teacher after class, after school, or during class 
when it is convenient for the teacher. 
 

C. If you know you are going to be absent, ask for the assignments before you go. 
 

D. Call your study-buddy for the assignments and an explanation. Have a friend bring your assignments 
home for you. 
 

E. IF you will be absent over  3 days, have your parent call the school to pick up your work. 
 
V. TEACHERS WANT TO HELP:  
 
There are many times when you will f ind that you need a teacher's help. Here are a few hints: 

 
A. DO: 

 

1. Do ask the teacher before or immediately after class to discuss the problem with you. Ask 
for an appointment if needed. 

 2. Do ask questions when the teacher asks, "Are there any questions?" 
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 3. Do talk to the teacher in class when he/she is not busy. 
 

B. DONÕT 
 

1. Don't think that you won't get help. 
 
 2. Don't make excuses that the teacher is busy. We are here to help. We want to help. 

 
3. Don't expect the problem to go away. 

 
4. Don't interrupt the teacher when he/she is busy. 

 
5.  DonÕt expect your friends to always to able to explain the work.
