Special Education and EL Populations in SLCs

Resource Program

· Create parallel bubble numbers for Resource students (in SIS, for now).

· Use these bubble numbers to group students in specific classes within the SLC

· Ensuring small clusters of students in certain classes will allow the Resource Specialist to access all the students

· Only use the RSP bubble numbers with specific classes, not all classes or the specialist will not be able to locate their students.

Special Day Program

· It will be unlikely that all students in any given SDP class will be in the same SLC.

· Create a grid of all SLC classes to facilitate scheduling by the SLC counselors
· Because the non diploma track classes, CBI, Aut. etc., are so small, I find it easier as the AP,SCS to work with those specific teachers, rather than having them go to each SLC counselor.
PRP/LEP 

· As with SDP, it is unlikely that each SLC will support pure Sheltered classes.

· The SLC can decide to use SDAIE methodology throughout or

· The PRP students can be clustered just as the Resource students are.

ESL
· The ESL classes themselves will more than likely be outside the SLC

· The ESL students should be able to choose a SLC

· It is possible that ESL 1&2 students will only be able to access the elective classes in the SLC.

All Resource, SDP and EL teachers must be members of an SLC, even if not all their students will be in that SLC.
