2012 Sponsorship Opportunities


LAUSD Academic Decathlon student scholars win state and national titles routinely. In 17 of the last 25 years, LAUSD teams have won the State competition and represented California in the United States Academic Decathlon competition. In 12 of those years, our teams have won the National competition. In 2011 LAUSD had a total of eleven teams competing in the State Finals, seven placing in the top twenty – and we expect great things in 2012!  The Los Angeles Times, Daily News, local television and radio stations as well as and other national outlets cover our teams’ progress each year. The Academic Decathlon highlight program is broadcast on KLCS and rebroadcast many times throughout the following year.  KLCS is a multi-Emmy award winning station with an average weekly viewership of over 1 million households.  

The Academic Decathlon competition provides a tremendous academic enrichment program for ninth through twelfth grade students who compete as individuals and as a team in a series of ten academic tests and demonstrations. Student scholars prepare and participate in highly-competitive, cross-disciplined scholastic events including art, music, science, language/ literature, social sciences, mathematics, economics, speech, interview and essay. 

The makeup of each of the nine member teams must include three A grade students, three B students, and three C or below students. Academic Decathletes take 30 minute multiple choice tests in each subject.  In addition, each team member gives a planned 4 minute Speech and a 2 minute impromptu Speech, sits through a 7 minute Interview, and has 50 minutes to write an Essay. The most famous event is the public Super Quiz Oral Relay which requires each nine-member team to perform as a unit before a large, enthusiastic audience. The theme for 2011-2012 is the Age of Empire.  

The culminating event for the District’s Academic Decathlon program is the Awards Ceremony where the results of the competition are announced. More than 1,700 family members, community members and students attend. Over 300 individual medals, 90 trophies and plaques, and 400 certificates are awarded to individual students and teams. Monetary scholarships are also awarded to top-scoring students. The top-scoring team announced at the ceremony advances to the California Academic Decathlon competition. In addition, the second through fifteenth place teams in the LAUSD competition are considered for at-large positions in the State competition.
In 2011, Granada Hills Charter High School came in First Place in the LAUSD Competition and then won the California Academic Decathlon and United States Academic Decathlon championships. Marshall High School came in Second Place in the LAUSD Competition, Second Place in California Academic Decathlon, and won the large school National Online Championship. El Camino Real High School, Franklin High School, Palisades High School, Taft High School, Garfield High School, San Fernando High School, Van Nuys High School,  and Canoga Park High School rounded out the top eleven places in the LAUSD competition and seven were in the top twenty scoring slots in the California Academic Decathlon.
