Dance Lesson Plan Task

Before you begin planning your collaborative lessons, read the appropriate visual and performing arts lesson plan task and requirement attached: Theater Lesson Plan Task and Requirements, Visual Arts Lesson Plan Task and Requirements, Dance Lesson Plan Task and Requirements, or Music Lesson Plan Task and Requirements.  When you meet with your collaborative group, begin planning a 15-minute presentation based on your collaborative lesson plans to be presented to all of your colleagues in your cohort for Session 5, Monday, April 5, 2008.  You and all of your group members must have a predetermined, active role during your group presentation.  

You must be prepared to present your entire group presentation in the case of an absence of any of your group members.  Therefore, you will need to know every aspect of your group members’ portion of your group presentation.  Have your group members’ e-mail their individual visual and performing arts lesson to you plan well in advance of Session 5, so that you can speak to it for your presentation, in the event of their absence.  Your colleagues and instructors will be observing your group presentation and will provide your group with written feedback onto a Two STARS and a WISH form.  Your group will receive all of the forms completed by your colleagues and instructors at the conclusion of all presentations.
